It is cnacted by thc Scnate and House of Reprosentatives of
the ReguBIic ol IlEorla, in ﬁcglsIaEure KEsenEIo&:

Scetion 1, Title 2 of the Liberian Code of Laws of 1956, known
as tho Agriculture Law, as cnended through the Fourth Rogular
8ession of the Fortyquxth Legislature, is hereby repoaled, and
thore is enacted in licu thercof a new Agriculture Law, to be
title 3 of the Liberian Code of Laws Reviscd.

The Ministor of Agriculbure is authorized and directed tot

(a) Promulgate reasvmable rules and regulations pertain~
ing to the inspection and con%xrol of the importation of
living plants and animals of every description and in eny
form, as arc necessary in his opinion to protect the agri-
culture ard food supplies of the Rcpublic from injurious
plant and aninal pests and discases existing in foreign
countries.

(b) Prohibit thc importation into Liberia of plants or
animals which are poisonous, noxious or which produce delo-
terious drugs, or which may be infested or infocted by harne
ful pests or diseases or which shall have bcen exposed to
such pests or discascs within sixty days next before their
exportationj except that nothing in this chapter shall be
construed as prohibiting the importation of such plants and
animals for scientific, necdical, exporimental or educational
purpasas subject to such rules and resulations as the Mini-
ster may prescribe.

(¢) Provide, vhen necossary, for the destruction of
plants and animals refused entry for non-conpliancec with
rules and regulations prescribed under the authority of this
chaptere.

(d) Establish donestic quarantines in defined areas
when such action is deemed necessary in order to prcvent the
spread of any pest or discase potentially danpgerous to plants
and animals which nay boecone established within tho Republie,

by regulating or prohibiting the novement into, through or
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out of the quarantinod arcas of any plant or animal
capable of spreading such pcst or diseasc.

(e) Provide for the destruction of any plants or
animals growing or living in Liboria which are found to
be infested or infected by injurious pests or disease,
the sprcad of which would seriously threaten the agri-
culture and food supplics of the Republic,

(£) Seize, guarantine, treat, or apply other reme-
dial measurcs to destroy or otherwise dispose of in such
recasonable nanncr as he dcems appropriante, any product or
article of any character whatever, or any rcons of conve-
vance, which is moving into or through Liberia and vwhich
he has rcason to believe is infested or infected by or
contains any injurious plant or animal pests or discases
or was infested or infected by or containcd any such pests
or diseases or was exposcd to any such pests or diseasos,
taking into consideration the rature of the pests or
diseases and tie nccessity of such action to protect the
agriculture and food supplics of the Republic.,

(g) Compensate the owners of any plants, animals,
products, articles and means of conveyance destroyed pur-
suant to the provisions of subparagraphs (e) and (f) fronm
funds made available out of the annual appropriations for
the liinistry of igriculture, provided that the presence of
the injurious pests or diseases which gave rise to such
destruction can be clearly established as not due to the
carclessness or ncilirence of the owners. Such compensa-

tion shall be based upon the fair market value of any such
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plants, animals, products, articles or means of conveyance
at the time of the destruction thereof.

(h) Designate which of the ports of entry cnumerated
in the Revenuc and Finonce Low may be used for the importaw
tion of plants and animals,

(1) Appoint official plant and animal inspectors and
any other inspectors considered necessary to carry out the
purpose of this chapter.

(J) Promulgate regulations requiring full registration
with the Ministry of Agriculture of all sciontiste,. scienti-
fic associations, corporations, companics, or agents as well
as agonts of foreign governments, entering Liberia for the
purpose of collecting scientific data concerning plants and
animals or plant and animal material and requiring them to
file with the Ministry copies of all data obtained and samples
of all plant material collected within the country.

The Ministry of Agriculture is hereby authorized to institute

a national campaign to incrcase livestock production by the use
of artificial insemination tcchniques and practices, to be carried
out by the National Livestock Burcau to the fullcst oxtent within
thoe means at its disposal. To that end, the Minister shall esta-~
blish regional ccntors where animals will be scrviced under the
artificial insemination program hercin authorized.

The initicl policies and primary objectives of the artificial
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ficial insomination program to be carried out by thc FNational
Livestock Burcau shall bc as follows:

(a) Estoblishing contacts with institutions alrcady familior
with artificial insomination practices in tropical countriess;

(b) Dowvelopment of a regional progrom which will lend itsolf
to toking full advantage of the services of the sceientist and
utilization of scmen whon flown in under special refrigorated con-
ditions;

(¢) Enforcing such sanitary measuros through the veteringe
rion service of the Ministry of Agriculture as may be found noces-
sary to sustain moaximum hcalth of animals and safe execution of
the program;

(d) Giving training in artificial inscmination tochniquos
and practices, offering technical assistanco to those ongaged in
livcstock production and disscminating knowledge and accceptance
of tho artificicl inscmination program throughout the country.

No person, cxcept in accordance with regulations proscribed
by the Ministry of Agriculturc in respect to their prescrvation,
shall unnccessarily rcmove from public lands, including lond withe
in tridbal rcsorves, or cut down, injure or destroy, any palm
tree growing thercons Any porson who violates this section or
foils to comply with any rcgulation made pursucnt thereto shall
be subjecet to prosccution undor the provisions of the Penal Law
rclating to the umlawful tzking, injuring or destruction of Govorn-
ment property.

Every owner of land devoted to agriculture shallk keep
orected at the boundary corners of such land, posts made of sub-
stantial and long lasting material, six inches square at the top,
standing two feet above ground and planted eigh®en inches deep
or fashioned in accordance with such dimensional variations as
shall be permitted under boundary marking rules promulgated by
the Minister of Agriculturc.

The liinister of Agriculture, with the approval of the
President, is hereby authorized and empowered to hold on annual
National Agricultural Fair where exhibits nay be made of farm
machinery, insecticides, low-cost prefabricated farm housing and
various agricultural products. Such fairs, with the consent of
the liinister of Ccmmerce, Industry and Transportation upon
approval by the President, may be held in conjunction with one
held under the sponsorship of the kinistry of Cormerce, lrdustry
and Transportation and to be lknown as the annual National Agri-
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sulturel and Commercial Fair,
